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Description 

This ‘read me’ file contains details of the code and data used in the RDP 2019-12. 

Data 

The following data sources were used: 

Reserve Bank of Australia Banknotes Survey Data 

Obtained from the RBA online banknotes surveys in 2010, 2012, 2014, 2017 and 2019. Only relevant variables 
are included in the final dataset. The combined survey dataset (saved as ‘finaldata.dta’) is used to generate 
the results of this paper. The csv version of the data (‘finaldata.csv’) is also made available. 

Description of variables is contained in ‘Variables Description.xls’. 

Genuine Banknotes Submitted in Error Data
